On Sunday mornings this fall,
Children’s Ministry teachers will guide
Redeemer’s children into God’s Word
using Gospel Light curriculum.

Sometimes Simple is Better

Earlier this week I saw a sign in front of an auto repair shop
that said, “Born once, die twice. Born twice, die once.” I loved
the sentiment; it was pithy and clever. In eight simple words a
profound truth of the Bible was communicated for those willing
to see it. In the final four words, we’re reminded that being born
again through faith in Jesus Christ leads to eternal life. Yeah!
However, in the first four words we’re reminded of a hard truth.
Being born only once, without experiencing a rebirth in Christ,
leads to eternal death or separation from God.

That got me thinking. If we truly love our neighbor, we won’t
only offer them a cup of sugar or help them change a flat tire.
That’s a good starting point, but we can’t stop there. We’ve got
to take the next step and speak the Words of life too! It’s always
good for your friends and family to hear the Good News directly

from you. But church is also a place where the Word of God is
proclaimed every week.

So, let me encourage you to invite your neighbors and family
members to church on Sunday, Sept. 8. We’re calling it “Back to
Church Sunday.”
