First, please tell us a little about your family.
My wife, Lisa, is a true “renaissance 

woman.” She is an amazing cook, a talented 
carpenter, a creative problem-solver, a home-
steader, but most significantly, my best friend 
and greatest supporter.

Kristina, my 15 year old, is a talented artist. She is currently 
enrolled in the International Baccalaureate Program at Garland 
High School (gig ‘em, Owls!) with an emphasis in art and film.

For many years now she has had her heart 
set on pursuing some form of medical training to equip her to 
serve orphans in Uganda.

Through that continuing experience we are seeing strength of 
character and natural leadership abilities emerge from Anja.

What are your ministry passions?
A devotion to the study of the nature of God as revealed 

through Scripture, history and creation. Trinitarianism is not 
an esoteric theological construct, but the bedrock of our faith. 

Every doctrine hinges on the fact that the God 
we worship and serve is triune.

As an outflow of that conviction, my pas-
sion is to serve the church through study and 
scholarship geared toward helping people 
to think Christianly about their faith and the 
truths of Scripture. The pursuit of right think-
ing and understanding about God (as far as is 
possible with our limited understanding) is in 
and of itself virtuous!

What does it mean to help people think 
Christianly about their faith, ministry  
and lives?

We have a reason for the hope within. I 
fear that we are sending our young people 
out into the world without a sure foundation. 

If we don’t equip those within the church to think Christianly 
about their faith, the first articulate college professor that argues 
compellingly against the truths of Scripture could derail some-
one’s commitment to the church and the faith!

By addressing the hard questions and demonstrating that we 
do indeed possess a reasonable faith grounded in the very real 
nature of our God, we might (with the help of the Spirit) equip 
those within the church to stand firm against the attacks of a 
world that rejects the truth of Christianity.

When we pursue an ever-deepening relationship with our 
God through study in community, our lives will be marked by 
the God we serve. Endeavoring to think rightly about our creator 
is not an academic exercise. It was the Lord Jesus Christ’s aim 
during His time on earth to glorify the Father and to make Him 
known by everything He said and everything He did.

As we seek to know the Father, we will begin to look more 
like our savior. Our lives will be lived in a way that glorifies 
the Father, as we too make Him known by our words and our
